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RESOURCES DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION
FOR BRUNSWICK COUNTY
As Amended May 3, 1982

ARTICLE 1
(Name and Organization)

The Resources Development Commission for Brunswick County was formed
and organized pursuant to and by virtue of the authority of Chapter 268
of the 1961 Session, and shall hereinafter be known as the Resources
Development Commission for Brunswick County.

ARTICLE 1|
{Limitations)

The Resources Development Commission for Brunswick County in its
activities shall be non-partisan, non-sectarian and non-political.

ARTICLE Il
(Objectives)

Objectives of Brunswick County Resources Development Commission are to
" formulate projects for carrying out such economic development programs as
will be beneficial to the County of Brunswick, to conduct industrial
surveys as needed, advertise in periodicals or other communication media,
furnish advice and assistance to businesses and industrial prospects which
may locate in its area, furnish advice and assistance to existing business
and industries, furnish advice and assistance to persons seeking to estab-
lish new business or industry or engage in related activites, and to en-
courage the formation of private business development corporations or
association which may carry out such projects as securing and preparing
sites for industrial development and to carry out such activities as the
Commission may deem necessary in the proper exercise of the functions
described herein. No money, property or funds of the Commission shall
be used directly or indirectly as a subsidy or investment in capital stock
or capital assets in business, industry or business venture.

ARTICLE 1V
(Purposes)

Under the supervision and jurisdiction of the Resources Development
Commission for Brunswick County, there shall be set up a bureau, the
purpose of which shall be to encourage and promote the development of
new business and industry of all types, including the processing of
agricultural, and seafood products, the development of recreational and
retirement areas, and to attract tourists, in all parts of the County, based
on either local or foreign capital, in any and all ways which may be




deemed advisable by the Commission; that the Commission shall have
charge of the activities of this bureau, full supervision of its operation,
and full responsibility for its actions; that this jurisdiction shall include
employment of personnel for the bureau, supervision of its purchase and
expense accounts, and administration and responsibility for all the tax
funds which shall be turned over to the Commission by County authorities
from the Resources Development Tax and any and all other funds which
may come into its hands; the Commission shall be empowered to lease,
rent, purchase, or otherwise obtain suitable quarters and office space for
the Resources Development Bureau; to lease, rent or purchase necessary
furniture, fixtures, and other machinery and equipment for the proper
operation of the bureau; to purchase advertising space in periodicals which
may be selected for that purpose, and to otherwise engage in any and all
activities which shall, in its discretion, promote the business, tourist,
recreational, and industrial development and general economic welfare of
Brunswick County, and shall have full power to exercise any and all
proper authority necessary in connection with its duties not expressly
mentioned herein.

ARTICLE V
{Members)

The Resources Development Commission shall be composed of nine (9)
bi-partisan members to be named by the Brunswick County Board of
County Commissioners. One member shall come from each of the six (6)
townships in Brunswick County, with the three remaining being named at
large from any part of Brunswick County.

From and after the third day of March 1965, all persons named to this
Commission shall serve for a period of H 137 v ars except as provided
for unexpired terms, and at the expiration of their three-year appointment
shall continue to serve until their successors have been appointed and
qualified. Each member can-succeed himself upon reappointment by the
County Commissioners.

Should a person be appointed to fill an unexpired term, then this person
shall serve only for the period of this unexpired term and until his
successor shall have been appointed and qualified.

All appointments for unexpired terms resulting from resignation, death, or
other causes, shall be made by the Brunswick County Board of
Commissioners. r rms of aﬂ members apﬁoint&d to :

ARTICLE VI
(Officers)

The officers of the Resources Development Commission for Brunswick
County shall be a Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Secretary, and Treasurer,
who shall be elected from among the members of this Commission, who shall
serve for a period of one year and until his successor has been elected
and qualified. Each officer so elected shall be eligible to succeed himself.



ARTICLE VII
(Duties of the Officers)

The duties of the officers shall be, in addition to those enumerated in
Chapter 268, 1961 Session Laws, as herein set out, but shall in no manner
be limited thereto:

(a) Chairman - The Chairman shall be the chief officer of the Commission
and shall preside at meetings of the Commission, shall have general
supervision of the business affairs of the Commission, shall assist in
formulating and promoting the general program of the Commission, and
shall, subject to the approval of the Commission, appoint all committees.
He shall be a member and chairman of the Executive Committee and a
member ex-officio of all committees of the Commission. He shall, with the
Secretary, sign all contracts and obligations of the Commission. He shall
countersign all checks, drafts, bills of exchange, or any and all other
negotiable instruments which shall properly be issued under the
supervision of the Treasurer of the Commission.

(b) Vice-Chairman - The Vice~Chairman may be delegated by the
Chairman to perform duties of the Chairman in the event of his temporary
disability or absence from meetings. The Vice-Chairman may perform any
other duties delegated by the Chairman.

Should the Chairman at any time, for any reason, be unable to continue as
a member of this Commission, the Vice-Chairman shall act as Chairman
until a successor has been elected and qualified to fill the unexpired term
of the Chairman.

(c) Secretary - It shall be the duty of the Secretary to maintain all
records of the Commission and furnish copies of all minutes to each member
of the Commission which such copies are requested by the members of the
Commission. The Secretary shall with the Chairman, sign all contracts and
obligations of the Commission. '

(d) Treasurer - The Treasurer shall have supervision of all funds
administered by the Commission in any way whatsoever, shall countersign
all checks, drafts, bills of exchange, or any and all other negotiable
instruments which shall properly be issued under his supervision. He
shall deposit all monies coming into his hands for the Commission in the
United Carolina Bank or any other bank in Brunswick County as the Commis~
sion may designate. This money shall be deposited under the account and
name of the Resources Development Commission for Brunswick County. No
monies from this account shall be disbursed in the form of cash. The
records of the Treasurer shall be set up according to acceptable account-
ing methods and shall be complete and current at all times. The records
of the Treasurer shall be made available to the Executive Committee when
requested.



ARTICLE Vil
(Executive Committee)

The Executive Committee of the Commission shall be composed of the
Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Secretary, and Treasurer. In the interim
between meetings of the Commission, the Executive Committee shall have
charge of the routine business of the Commission. It shall have general
charge of the finance and property of the Commission and may authorize
expenditures within the limits imposed by the budget.

ARTICLE IX
(Fiscal Year)

The fiscal year of the Commission shall correspond with the fiscal Year of
the County.

ARTICLE X
(Quorum)

A quorum for a Commission meeting shall consist of six (6) or more
members present.

ARTICLE XI
(Meetings)

Meetings of this Commission shall be held as often as the Chairman or
members of the Commission deem necessary with at least one meeting being
held each month on the first Monday. All meetings shall be at the offices
of the Commission or at such other place as may be designated.

Special meetings of the Commission may be called by the Chairman or at
the request of two (2) members of the Commission at any time,

Notice of both regular and special meetings shall be mailed to each member
of the, Commission not less than two (2) days before such meeting,
provided that where a member is in attendance at a regular or special
meeting, and the date for the next meeting is decided upon at this regular
or special meeting no notice shall be necessary, to those members who are
present. Notice of special meetings shall state in brief the purpose
thereof, when this is deemed necessary by the member or members
requesting such special meeting. Regular meetings of the Commission can
be cancelled by like notice. No meeting of the Commission shall constitute
either a regular or special meeting unless every member of the Commission
has had notice of such meeting, either by being present at the last
meeting when the date and time of the next meeting was set or by notice
of such meeting having been mailed to him at his last known address at
least two (2) days before the date of such meeting.

Absence from three (3) consecutive meetings, without a valid excuse and
so recorded by the Commission shall be construed as a resignation. The



Commission shall direct the Chairman to request the Brunswick County
Board of Commissioners to appoint a new member to serve out the
unexpired term, at their next regular meeting.

ARTICLE XII
(Parliamentary Procedure)

The proceedings of the Commission meetings shall be governed and
conducted according to the latest edition of Robert's Manual of
Parliamentary Rules.

ARTICLE XIII
(Amendments)

Members of the Commission by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Commission
may alter, amend, add to or repeal these by-laws provided that the
Commission shall not make or alter any by-law that is in conflict with
Chapter 268 of the 1961 Session Laws.



ARTICLE X

(Meetings)
Meetings of this Commission shall be held as often as the Chairman
or members of the Commission deem necessary with at least one
meeting being held each month at 6:30 p.m. on the se;ondAMonday.
All meetings shall be at the offices of the Commission or at such

other place as may be designated.

Special meetings of the Commission may be called by the Chairman

or at the request of two (2) members of the Commission at any time.

Notice of both regular and special meetings shall be mailed to each
member of the Commission not less than two (2) days before such
meeting, provided that where a member is in attendance at a regular
or special meeting, and the date for the next meeting is decided
upon at this regular or special meeting no notice shall be
necessary, to those members who are present. Notice of special
meetings shall state in brief the purpose thereof, when this is
deemed necessary by the member or members requesting such special
meeting. Regular mzetings of the Commission can be cancelled by
like notice. No meeting of the Commission shall constitute either
d@ regular or special meeting unless every member of the Commission
has had notice of such meeting, either by being present at the last
meeting when the date and time of the next meeting was set or by
notice of such meeting having been mailed to him at his last known

address at least two (2) days before the date of such meeting.



Absence from three (3) consecutive meetings shall be construed as
a resignation. The Commission shéll direct the Chairman to request
the Brunswick County Board of Commissioners to appoint a new member
to serve out the unexpired term at their next regular meeting. Per
diem and mileage shall be established by the Commission from time

to time.

HB 282 CHAPTER 268

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF BRUNSWICK COUNTY
TO CALL A SPECIAL ELECTION FOR THE AUTHORIZATION OF A RESOURCES DEVELOPMENT
TAX FOR BRUNSWICK COUNTY AND TO CREATE AND FIX THE POWERS OF A RESOURCES
DEVELOPMENT QOMMISSION FOR BRUNSWICK COUNTY.

The General Assembly of North Carolina do enact:

Section 1. The Board of County Comissioners of Brunswick County shall
call a special election upon the duly presented petition of five hundred (500)
qualified voters of Brunswick County, within sixty (60) days following the
presenting of said petition, to determine whether it be the will of the quali-
fied voters of said county that they levy and cause to be collected annually,
at the same time and in the same manner as the general county taxes are levied
and collected, a special tax at a rate not to exceed ten cents (10¢) on each
one hundred dollars ($100.00) valuation of property in said Brunswick County
to be known as a Resources Development Tax, the funds therefrom, if the levy
be authorized by the voters of Brunswick County to be used for the purpose
of attracting new and diversified industries to Brunswick County, for the
processing of agricultural and seafood products, for the encouragement and
promotion of new business, industrial ventures, tourist trade, and for the
promotion and development of recreational and retirement areas in said county,
by use of local as well as foreign capital. '

Section 2. There shall be no new registration of the voters of Bruns-
wick County for such election. The registration books shall be open for the
registration of new voters of Brunswick County at nine o'clock AM Eastern
Standard Time, on the fourth Saturday before such election, and the said
books shall be closed at sunset on the second Saturday before election. The
Saturday inmediately before the election day shall be "Challenge Day". The
registrar of each precinct of Brunswick County shall be furnished with a
registration book and it shall be his duty between the hours of nine o'clock
MM Eastern Standard Time and sunset on each day during the period when the
registration books are open, to keep open said books for the registration of
new voters of Brunswick County residing within such precinct and entitled to
registration. On each Saturday during the period of registration, the regis-
trar shall attend with his registration books at the polling place of his
precinct between the hours of nine o'clock AM Eastern Standard Time and sun-
set, for the registration of voters.

Section 3. A notice of such registration of new voters shall be pub-
lished in the newspaper circulated in Brunswick County, once, not less than
thirty (30) days before and not more than forty (40) days before the closing
of the registration books, stating the hours and ays for registration. It
shall not be necessary to specify in said notice the places of said registra-
tion, except that the said notice shall state that on each Saturday during
the period of registration, each registrar of Brunswick County will attend
with his registration books at the polling place of his precinct, between
the hours of nine o'clock AM Eastern Standard Time, and sunset for the
registration of voters.
