VIIII. PRESENTATION

1. Lockwood Folly River Proposed Implementation Plan Update (Mike Giles)

Mike Giles, NC Coastal Federation, gave a power point presentation of the Lockwood Folly
River Fecal Coliform Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDL) Implementation Plan with a goal to
meet the established water quality standard for decal coliform bacteria in shelfishing waters. Mr.
Giles explained that previous studies of the Lockwood Folly River watershed have noted
stormwater runoff, septic systems, and animal waste as sources for fecal coliform contamination
with the highest amount of bacteria loading occurring in the lower portions of the watershed, as
well as along Highway 17 and in Oak Island and Bolivia. The TMDL supported findings of
previous studies and based on these studies, it was determined that 94% of developed land needs
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to be targeted for stormwater retrofits. A summary of the actions recommended for each
management measure included; reducing stormwater runoff from existing development, prevent
stormwater runoff from all new development, control and reduce sources of fecal coliform
bacteria and provide education, outreach and training.

The Board thanked Mr. Giles and all the volunteers involved with this project.

2. NC Parks & Recreation Trust Fund Legislation (Cynthia Tart)

Cynthia Tart, NC Parks and Recreation Trust Fund Authority Member, presented information on
the NC Parks and Recreation Trust Fund Legislation. Ms. Tart reviewed revenue allocations, the
Parks and Recreation Authority, grant program for local governments and the grant money
provided specifically to Brunswick County that included the most recently the Westgate Nature
Park and Calabash Community Park, along with the Shallotte Wildwood Park and Yaupon
Fishing Pier. These grants totaled $3,133,241.00 providing the citizens with 14 recreational
facilities.

IX. PUBLIC HEARING

Pursuant to notice duly advertised and posted, the Brunswick County Board of
Commissioners conducted Public Hearings in the Commissioners’ Chambers, David R.
Sandifer Administration Building, County Government Center, Bolivia, North Carolina.

1. Operation Services — Solid Waste Management Three Year Plan Update

(Stephanie Lewis)

Staff requests to conduct a Public Hearing to receive input and Adopt Resolution Adopting the
Solid Waste Management Plan of 2019 for Brunswick County.

I. CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Sue called the hearing to order at 7:25 p.m. and announced that the purpose of the
hearing was to receive input regarding the Brunswick County Solid Waste Management Three-
Year Plan Update.

Stephanie Lewis, Operation Services Director, explained the following:

NC General Statute 130A-309.09A(b), otherwise known as The Solid Waste Management Act of
1989, regulates the management of solid waste in North Carolina, and requires local governments
to look into the future and become proactive, rather than reactive, solid waste planners. Long
range planning is essential for achieving a cost-effective solid waste management system. To this
end, a Solid Waste Management Plan should be a publicly endorsed working document that keeps
control of solid waste issues in local government hands and provides a framework for budget
preparation by anticipating future needs.

A Public Hearing must be held to inform the community of the updated Solid Waste Management
Plan and provide the public with an opportunity to ask questions and gain understanding of the
proposed waste management activities. The updated Solid Waste Management Plan will be
available for review by the public in the Clerk’s Office and at all five county libraries. The Board
of Commissioners must approve the updated Solid Waste Management Plan in the form of a
resolution. Ms. Lewis read the following Resolution.

RESOLUTION ACCEPTING AND ENDORSING THE SOLID WASTE
MANAGEMENT PLAN OF 2019 FOR BRUNSWICK COUNTY
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WHEREAS, it is a priority of this community to protect human health and the environment through safe
and effective management of municipal solid waste;

WHEREAS, the reduction of the amount and toxicity of the local waste stream is a goal of this
community;

WHEREAS, equitable and efficient delivery of solid waste management services is an essential
characteristic of the local solid waste management system;

WHEREAS, it is a goal of the community to maintain and improve its physical appearance and to reduce
the adverse effects of illegal disposal and littering;

WHEREAS, Brunswick County recognizes its role in the encouragement of recycling markets by
purchasing recycled products;

WHEREAS, involvement and education of the citizenry is critical to the establishment of an effective local
solid waste program;

WHEREAS, the State of North Carolina has placed planning responsibility on local government for the
management of solid waste;

WHEREAS, NC General Statute 130A-309.09A(b) requires each unit of local government, either
individually or in cooperation with other units of local government, to update the Ten Year Comprehensive
Solid Waste Management Plan at least every three years;

WHEREAS, the Brunswick County Solid Waste Department has undertaken and completed a long-range
planning effort to evaluate the appropriate technologies and strategies available to manage solid waste
effectively;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BOARD OF BRUNSWICK
COUNTY:

That Brunswick County’s 2019 Ten Year Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan is accepted and
endorsed and placed on file with Clerk to the Board on this day, December 6th, 2010.

3. Administration — Proposed Ordinance to Permit Brunswick County to Enter into
Reimbursement Agreements (Marty Lawing)

Staff recommends to Conduct Public Hearing and Approve the Proposed Ordinance to Permit
Brunswick County to Enter into Reimbursement Agreements.

L. CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Sue called the hearing to order at 7:30 p.m. and announced that the purpose of the

hearing was to receive input regarding a Proposed Ordinance to Permit Brunswick County to
Enter into Reimbursement Agreements.

Marty Lawing, County Manager, provided a power point presentation and explained that North
Carolina General Statutes Section 153A-451(a) provides that counties may enter into
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reimbursement agreements with private developers and property owners for the design and
construction of municipal infrastructure, including without limitation, water mains, sanitary sewer
lines, lift stations, stormwater lines, streets, curb and gutter, sidewalks, traffic control devices, and
other associated facilities, that is included on the county’s Capital Improvement plan and serves
the developer or property owner.

The County has agreements that provide for the reimbursement of developers for the installation
of water and sewer infrastructure that has sufficient capacity to accommodate additional property
or developments. These reimbursements are made with the transmission line capital recovery
fees paid to the county.

The Brunswick Community Hospital, LLC has requested that Brunswick County reimburse the
costs associated with the construction of two superstreet intersections to be constructed on US
Highway 17 that the Department of Transportation is requiring due to the construction of the new
hospital. In order for this to occur, the county needs an ordinance authorizing reimbursement for
municipal infrastructure projects. The ordinance would be applicable to all eligible projects in
the unincorporated area of the county. The ordinance requires that a public hearing be conducted
on proposed reimbursement agreements after not less than 10 days prior notice. The Board of
Commissioners must make findings that the infrastructure constructed by the developer will
promote economic development, additions to the tax base and employment opportunities. The
County must include the projects on it Capital Improvement Plan and establish the term of the
reimbursement agreement. The ordinance requires the property owner or developer who is party
to a reimbursement agreement to solicit bids in accordance with Article 8 of Chapter 143 of the
North Carolina General Statutes when awarding contracts for work that would have required
competitive bidding if the contract had been awarded by the county.

The Public Hearing was advertised in both local newspapers.

II. PUBLIC COMMENTS

Chairman Sue asked if there were any members of the audience who wished to address the Board
regarding the proposed amendment. There were no comments from the audience.

1. ADJOURN

Commissioner Phillips moved to close the hearing at 7:36 p.m. The vote of approval was
unanimous.

Commissioner Phillips moved to approve the Ordinance to Permit Brunswick County to Enter
into Reimbursement Agreements. The vote of approval was unanimous.

4. Administration - Proposed Reimbursement Agreement and Amend Capital
Improvement Plan between Brunswick County & Brunswick Community Hospital, LLC
(Marty Lawing)

Staff recommends to Conduct Public Hearing on the Proposed Reimbursement Agreement
with Brunswick Community Hospital, LL.C.

I. CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Sue called the hearing to order at 7:36 p.m. and announced that the purpose of the
hearing was to receive input regarding a Proposed Reimbursement Agreement and Amend the
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Capital Improvement Plan between Brunswick County and Brunswick Community Hospital,
LLC.

Marty Lawing, County Manager, explained that Brunswick Community Hospital, LLC has
requested to enter into a reimbursement agreement with Brunswick County to outline the terms
and conditions under which the county may reimburse construction costs associated with the
construction of two (2) superstreet intersections that the North Carolina Department of
Transportation is requiring to be constructed due to the construction of the new 252,000 square
foot 74-bed replacement hospital on US Highway 17. North Carolina General Statute Section
153A-451 authorizes county governments to enter into reimbursement agreements with private
developers and property owners for the design and construction of municipal infrastructure,
including, without limitation, water mains, sanitary sewer lines, lift stations, stormwater lines,
streets, curb and gutter, sidewalks, traffic control devices and other associated facilities, that is
included on the county’s Capital Improvement Plan and serves the developer or property owner.

The proposed agreement would provide for the reimbursement to Brunswick Community
Hospital, LLC for the actual construction costs only for the superstreet intersections. The term of
the agreement is thirty (30) years with an amount equal to 80% of the actual taxes collected from
the development site reimbursed in years 2013 to 2017, 70% in years 2018 through 2022, 60% in
years 2023 through 2027 and 50% in years 2028 through 2043. The reimbursement shall not
exceed the total certified costs of the infrastructure construction cost as certified by an
independent engineer. The preliminary construction cost estimate for the two superstreet
intersections is $2,905,781.

An amendment to the County Capital Improvement Plan to add the two Superstreet intersections
will be required. January 1, 2013 will be the beginning of the reimbursement obligation and
Brunswick Community Hospital, LLC would be reimbursed for the appropriate percentage of
actual taxes paid within the development site on April 15® of each year. The County would only
be required to make reimbursement if taxes are paid and the County will not be obligated to make
reimbursements if the infrastructure improvements are not constructed. The reimbursement
includes only county ad valorem taxes collected and excludes any future municipal taxes or fire
fees, etc. collected.

Brunswick Community Hospital, LLC will be required to competitively bid the project in
accordance with Article 8 of Chapter 143 of NCGS to be entitled to reimbursement payments.
The superstreet intersection improvements at the intersection to the new hospital must be
constructed prior to May 31, 2011, so Brunswick Community Hospital may begin the competitive
bidding process prior to the public hearing and consideration of the agreement by the
Commissioners.

An inquiring was made to the Local Government Commission as to the need for their approval of
the agreement. Their initial response is that the LGC Board would need to approve the
agreement. This agreement is drafted assuming that the approval is required. Ann Hardy, Fiscal
Operations Director, read a Findings Resolution that staff received today.

The public hearing on the proposed reimbursement agreement was advertised in both local
newspapers on November 24, 2010.

IL. PUBLIC COMMENTS

Chairman Sue asked if there were any members of the audience who wished to address the Board
regarding the proposed amendment. There were no comments from the audience.
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There was discussion regarding terms of the agreement and the need to amend the CIP. Staff
answered questions from the Board.

II1. ADJOURN

Vice-Chairman Norris moved to close the hearing at 8:04 p.m. The vote of approval was
unanimous.

There was further discussion regarding the adoption of a Resolution with Findings and request the
Local Government Commission to make a decision at their upcoming December 15, 2010
meeting.

Commissioner Warren moved to approve a Findings Resolution and directed staff to make

application for approval of the Reimbursement Agreement with Brunswick Community Hospital
to the Local Government Commission. The vote of approval was unanimous.

Leslie Bell, Planning Director, explained the following:

First Reading & Schedule Public Hearing (Leslie Bell)

Staff recommends scheduling a Public Hearing on Unified Development Ordinance Text
Amendment UDO-10-25 for December 20, 2010 at 6:30 p.m.

Leslie Bell, Planning Director, explained the following:

Amend Article 6, Design and Performance Standards, Section 6.1.10.C.5., Vehicular Use Area
Landscaping to clarify alternative forms of curbing may be considered with approval of the
Planning Director.

Item 2

Amend Article 6, Design and Performance Standards, Section 6.6.6.B., Illumination Levels that
provides illumination level requirements between zoning districts as it was replaced with the table
located in Section 6.6.6.C.

Item 3

Amend Article 6, Design and Performance Standards, Section 6.1.6.A., Design Standards (Off-
Street Parking & Loading) to set standards for delineating parking spaces.

Item 4

Amend Article 6, Design and Performance Standards, Section 6.10.1.A.3. and 4., Screening to
clarify that air handlers and similar mechanical equipment located on roof tops are not required to
be screened.

Item 1, 2, 3, 4 - Planning Board recommends approval [6 to O with Mr. Michael Loyack and Mr.
Steve Candler being absent; Mr. Denny Jordan serving as Alternate.

Commissioner Phillips moved to approve First Reading of Proposed Unified Development
Ordinance Text Amendment UDO-10-25 and set a Public Hearing for December 20, 2010 at 6:30
p.m. The vote of approval was unanimous.

4. CJPP - Conversion of Criminal Justice Partnership Program (CJPP) to Brunswick
County Resource Center (Kim Layne)

Staff recommends approving Conversion of the Criminal Justice Partnership Program to the
Brunswick County Resource Center.

Kim Layne, Criminal Justice Partnership Program Director, explained that due to changes in
Legislation, the state of North Carolina will no longer allow any Satellite Substance Abuse
Program to use any part of the grant monies for salary. Presently, $28,007 of the grant money is
used to pay part of the salary for the CJPP Director. It is necessary to convert CJPP to a resource
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center in order to continue to use part of the grant money to pay the salary. The CJPP Advisory
Board met and voted to approve the conversion on October 20, 2010. If approved by the Board
of Commissioners, the Brunswick County Resource Center will begin offering GED programs
that will be provided by the Brunswick Community College at no cost to the county or the
participants. This will be in addition to substance abuse treatment and domestic violence
treatment. Assistance will also be provided in job searches, utilizing the Brunswick County
Employment Commission.

Ms. Layne added that currently the program has 117 offenders on house arrest, and from July 1,
2010 until now, 59 people have been added to the program and 82 have exited the program. Total
savings to the county is $1,262,950. The Board thanked Ms. Layne for all her efforts and
dedication.

Commissioner Cooke moved to approve the Conversion of the Criminal Justice Partnership
Program to the Brunswick County Resource Center. The vote of approval was unanimous.

5. Utility Operations ~-Mutual Aid Agreement for Water and Wastewater Utilities

(Jerry Pierce)

Staff recommends approving the Mutual Aid and Assistance Agreement for Water and
Wastewater Utilities.

Jerry Pierce, Utility Operations Director, explained that the NCWATER WARN (Water and
Wastewater Agency Response Network) initiative establishes a process for peer-to-peer mutual
aid to provide rapid short-term deployment of emergency assistance to restore critical operations
to an affected utility. The WARN initiative has been implemented by 47 states and a number of
utilities within the state of North Carolina including the Cape Fear Public Utilities Authority.

The agreement does not require Brunswick County to send any assistance to any other utility in
the state but does establish a framework for reimbursement, for materials, equipment, and
personnel if the County does send assistance to another utility.

County staff recommends authorizing the Chairman to execute the agreement on behalf of the
County and approve the Mutual Aid and Assistance Agreement for Water and Wastewater
Utilities.

Commissioner Phillips moved to approve the Mutual Aid and Assistance Agreement for Water
and Wastewater Utilities. The vote of approval was unanimous.

6. Administration-Proposed Incentive Policy for the Development of Affordable Housing
(Marty Lawing)

Staff recommends scheduling a Public Hearing on the Proposed Incentive Policy for the
Development of Affordable/Workforce Housing for December 20, 2010 at 6:30 p.m.

Marty Lawing, County Manager, explained that one of the Commissioners major goals for Fiscal
Year 2009-2010 was to identify things that the County government could do to encourage the
development of more affordable housing opportunities in Brunswick County. Prior to the
recession, the majority of the subdivisions and planned unit developments targeted larger custom
single family homes with only a few exceptions. At the last budget retreat, staff presented a draft
policy to incentivize affordable housing development that would provide an alternative
calculation method for water and sewer capital recovery fees that would lower the upfront cost
for developers willing to invest in affordable developments. The initial proposed policy also
included an option to amortize the cost of the capital recovery fees over a period of time based on



the number of units developed in lieu of the more attractive calculation method. It has been
determined that the amortization option is not feasible as the security requirements of the county
to ensure payment would likely conflict with the other financing arrangements of the developers.

The proposed policy has been simplified to include only the alternative fee calculation method.
The highlights of the policy are as follows:
1. Any individual, corporation, contractor or non-profit organization that agrees to develop
affordable housing units within the unincorporated or incorporated areas of the county where
Brunswick County is the provider of water and/or sewer services would be eligible to apply for an
affordable housing incentive agreement.
2. Eligible projects would include single-family and multi-family development projects in
which the units will be marketed and sold at or below 80% of the average sales price of existing
homes in Brunswick County or apartments that are offered for lease at 80% of the average rents
in the county and apartment complexes in which 80% of the available units are leased to
individuals and families whose annual household incomes are (80%) or less of the annually
published median household income figures for Brunswick County.
3. Developers entering into affordable housing incentive agreements must report to the county
on or before January 15" of each year sales prices for units sold, actual rental rates for a lease
units as well as the names of all buyers and current lessees of rental units so the county may
contact buyers and renters to confirm or verify income information.
4. If a project fails to meet the eligibility requirements for affordable housing at anytime during
the term of the agreement the Water and Sewer Capital Recovery Fees and Transmission Capital
Recovery Fees will be recalculated using the standard method and the developer will be
responsible for paying a percentage of the difference depending on the tome of non-compliance.
5. Failure to pay the difference will result in a lien placed upon the property and or termination
. of water and/or sewer service.
6. The alternative calculation to be employed under the affordable housing incentive policy
results in reduced capital recovery and transmission fees because the NC DENR flow projection
requirements of 140 gallons per day for one and two bedroom units will be recognized instead of
the 210 gallon per day flow requirement used for standard calculation of fees. This results in a
33% reduction in fees if one and two bedroom units are constructed. Under the proposed
alternative calculation methodology only one and two bedroom units will benefit from the
reduction because three bedroom units are already calculated using the flow requirement of 210
gallons per day.

EXAMPLE:

Fifty (50) Unit Apartment Complex calculated under Standard Method:

50 Units x 210 gallons per day = 10,500 gallons per day

10,500 gallons per day / 210 gallons per day per REU = 50 REU

S0 REU x $5,150 per REU = $257,500 Fees Due at Issuance of Building Permit

Fifty (50) Unit Apartment Complex calculated under the Alternate (Incentive) Method
50 Units x 140 gallons per day = $7,000 gallons per day

7,000 gallons per day / 210 gallons per day per REU = 33.33 REU

33.33 REU x $5,150 per REU = $171,649.50

DIFFERENCE = $85,850.50

Commissioner Warren moved to schedule a Public Hearing on the proposed Incentive Policy for
the Development of Affordable / Workforce Housing Units in Brunswick County for December
20, 2010 at 6:30 pm. The vote of approval was unanimous.
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7. Finance-Lower Cape Fear Hospice Rural Hope Grants Application (Ann Hardy)
(Added under Adjustments to the Agenda)

Ann Hardy, Fiscal Operations Director, explained the following:

Background Information

The Lower Cape Fear Hospice is planning a seven bed inpatient hospice care center in Bolivia
that will employee ten to thirteen individuals. Construction of the facility is to begin in the
Spring of 2011 with a scheduled opening in 2012. All of the positions are anticipated to be hired
at the opening in the Spring of 2012. On June 21, 2010, Brunswick County committed to provide
$250,000 of aid toward the construction or infrastructure of the facility. The aid may be in the
form of in-kind assistance related to the water and wastewater needs of the facility. The pledge is
to be paid in five installments of $50,000 with the first payment to be made in July 2011.

Current Situation

There is a Rural Hope Grant program to assist with construction costs for which units of local
government are eligible. The grant amount is up to $240,000 or $8,000 per job created. A local
government must apply on behalf of a non-profit health care entity that is committed to
constructing new facilities or renovating existing or vacant buildings and creating new jobs with
construction to begin within six months of the award and completed within eighteen months. The
program requires a cash match equal to the grant request amount which is proposed to be
provided by LCFH. The local government applicant (i.e. Brunswick County) must contribute 3%
of the grant amount in cash or in-kind grant administration. LCFH agrees that the County’s 3%
would be from the $250,000 already committed by Brunswick County and is not an additional
contribution.

If the grant is awarded, the funds would be provided to Brunswick County. The County would
then be required to lend the funds to the LCFH in the form of a deferred, forgivable loan. The
loan will be secured with a performance agreement and promissory note signed by LCFH. Upon
completion of the job creation requirements and verification by the Rural Center, the loan will be
forgiven. If job creation goals are not met, a pro rata share of loan funds must be repaid by LCFH
through a “claw back” provision in the loan.

The County would act as an intermediary partner for all aspects of the project, including the
application process, reporting requirements, payments, job verification, and loan repayment, if
applicable. In the event that LCFH defaults on the job commitment, the County is required to call
in the loan for repayment to the Rural Center. The County is not required to repay the loan from
government funds, but will be required to take any means necessary, including litigation, if
required, to recoup the funds from LCFH. The deadline for grant application is December 17,
2010. The grant application requires a certification of the terms of the grant by Chairman Sue.
Grant information, correspondence, promissory note and certifications are available upon request.

Recommendation
Staff recommends that the Board of Commissioners approve the submittal of the Rural Hope
Grant and authorize the Chairman to execute the grant certification.

Commissioner Phillips moved to approve submittal of the Rural Hope Grant. The vote of
approval was unanimous.

XI. BOARD APPOINTMENTS

1. ABC Board (1 appointment)
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Chairman Sue nominated Alfonso Beatty. Vice-Chairman Norris moved to close the
nominations. The vote of approval was unanimous. Vice-Chairman Norris moved to approve the
appointment of Mr. Beatty. The vote of approval was unanimous. Alfonso Beatty was re-
appointed to serve another three-year term that will expire on January 1, 2014.

2. Board of Health (Physician Appointment)

Commissioner Warren moved to withdraw the appointment of Dr. James Adams made at the
November 15, 2010 Regular Meeting. The vote of approval was unanimous. Commissioner
Cooke nominated Dr. Daniel Blizzard. Commissioner Warren moved to close the nominations.
The vote of approval was unanimous.

Commissioner Warren moved to approve the appointment of Dr. Blizzard. The vote of approval
was unanimous. Dr. Daniel Blizzard was re-appointed to serve another three-year term that will
expire on December 1, 2016.

3. Nursing Home/ Adult Care Home Community Care Advisory Board (1 appointment).
Commissioner Warren nominated Arlene Rushin. Vice-Chairman Norris moved to close the
nominations. The vote of approval was unanimous. Commissioner Warren moved to approve the
appointment of Ms. Rushin. The vote of approval was unanimous. Arlene Rushin was re-
appointed to serve another three-year term that will expire on January 1, 2014.

4.  Utility Board (St. James appointment)

Commissioner Warren nominated Jim Donnelly. Chairman Sue moved to close the nominations.
The vote of approval was unanimous. Chairman Sue moved to approve the appointment of Mr.
Donnelly. The vote of approval was unanimous. Jim Donnelly was appointed to serve a two-
year term that will expire on January 1, 2013.

XII. COUNTY ATTORNEY’S REPORT

1. Brunswick County Commissioners Code of Ethics (Huey Marshall)

Huey Marshall, County Attorney, explained that Section 160A-83 of the North Carolina General
Statutes requires local government boards to adopt a resolution or policy containing a Code of
Ethics on or before January 1, 2011. The purpose of this Code of Ethics is to establish guidelines
for ethical standards of conduct for the Brunswick County Board of Commissioners and to help
determine what conduct is appropriate in particular cases.

Mr. Marshall informed that the complete Code of Ethics was not included in the packet but was
presented in full form prior to the meeting. Mr. Marshall read the Code of Ethics and asked the
Board to review, indicating that the Code will be placed on the December 20, 2010 Regular
Meeting Agenda for approval and will still meet the deadline of January 1, 2011.

It was consensus that this item be placed on the next meeting agenda for final approval.

2. Brunswick County Commissioners Code of Conduct (Huey Marshall)

Huey Marshall, County Attorney, explained that the Grants Management Common Rule requires
entities that receive ARRA grants to develop and follow a “code of conduct.” The code of
conduct must address potential conflicts of interest in accordance with federal regulations.
Federal regulations define conflicts of interest differently than do the North Carolina General
Statutes. Therefore the county must adopt a Code of Conduct to comply with federal regulations
as well as a Code of Ethics to comply with the North Carolina statutes governing conflicts of
interest. Essentially, the Rule requires:



e The County to maintain a written code of conduct;

e The Code of Conduct must address the performance of employees engaged in the award and
administration of contracts;

e Specifically, the Code of Conduct must provide that no employee, officer, or agent shall
participate in the award or administration of a contract supported by Federal funds if a real or
apparent conflict of interest would be involved; and

e More specifically, the Code of Conduct must provide that a real or apparent conflict of
interest would arise when any of the following has a financial or other interest in the firm selected
for an award:

o (1) an employee, officer, or agent involved in selection, award, or administration of a contract
supported by federal funds,

o (2) members of that person’s immediate family,

o (3) that person’s partner (“partner” is not defined, but presumably includes the person’s
spouse or domestic partner), or

o (4) that person’s current (or soon-to-be) employer, or the current (or soon-to-be) employer of
members of that person’s immediate family, or the current (or soon-to-be) employer of that
person’s partner.

The Code of Conduct must also prohibit officers, employees, or agents from asking for or
receiving gifts or favors from contractors, potential contractors, or parties to sub agreements.

Commissioner Phillips asked about Section (e) of Standards of Conduct that refers to county
officials serving on county boards and Mr. Marshall gave the example that during meetings of the
Utility Board, at times issues are referred to Chairman Sue as a commissioner and not a Utility
Board member. Mr. Marshall gave an example of the Southeastern Center for Mental Health that
requires a seat for an elected official as well as the Board of Health requires a commissioner.
With most of the other boards an elected official seat is appropriate for membership, but not
required.

Vice-Chairman Norris moved to adopt the Code of Conduct. The vote of approval was
unanimous.

XIIl. OTHER BUSINESS/INFORMAL DISCUSSION

1. Radio Communication System Discussion (Added under Adjustments to the Agenda)
Anthony Marzano, EMS Director, updated the Board of the ongoing problems with the radio
communication system. Mr. Marzano discussed the actions taken since August to improve
reliability of the system and correct current problems. The Board directed staff to do whatever is
possible to make what we have work and make it as good as it could be and to report back with
options of solutions to long term radio needs.

Chairman Sue indicated that he would tender his resignation to the Utility Board and the
Brunswick Transportation System Board to be in compliance with the Code of Conduct that was
approved earlier. Commissioner Cooke and Vice-Chairman Norris also indicated that they would
tender their resignations to be incompliance. Vice-Chairman Norris asked if these vacancies
would need to be filled and Mr. Marshall answered affirmative and that it may also require
rewriting of the by-laws or ordinance of those particular boards creating the position.

Commissioner Warren asked if the DSS Board appointment was required by state as the Health
Board and DSS Board are closely aligned and the Attorney answered that a commissioner is
eligible to serve on the DSS Board, but it is not a requirement. Commissioner Warren asked if
that was a conflict; the policy. Mr. Marshall answered that the Code of Conduct would require
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that the Board member step down except where required. Chairman Sue indicated that the Cape
Fear Council of Government and the Transportation Advisory Council requires an elected official
appointment and these are not county boards. Commissioner Phillips asked if the commissioners
need to resign from those boards that do not require an elected official to be in compliance with
the Code of Ethics and the Attorney answered affirmative. Commissioner Phillips indicated that
he would resign from the boards he currently serves to be in compliance. Commissioner Warren
stated that he was going to investigate more into the DSS Board before he steps down. The
Attorney was directed to provide a list of Boards that require the appointment of a Commissioner
at the next meeting.

Commissioner Phillips moved to go back into Closed Session at 8:53 p.m. The vote of approval
was unanimous.

The Chairman called for a ten-minute break.

At 9:36 p.m. Chairman Sue called the Open Session back to order and announced that the action
taken in Closed Session would be disclosed after communicated with the other party.

Marty Lawing, County Manager, indicated that a Landfill Expansion/Recycling Workshop will
be held on December 20, 2010 at 3:00 p.m. and that adjacent property owners will be notified by
letter of the upcoming Workshop.

XIV. ADJOURNMENT

Commissioner Cooke moved to adjourn the Regular Meeting at 9:38 p.m. The vote of approval
Wwas unanimous.
