(Short Term), Solid Waste User Fee (Long Term), Fund Balance Appropriation (Short Term),
Elimination of Vacant Positions, Reduction in Force with Service Level Reduction (Long Term),
Suspension of 401K Contribution (Short Term), Required Furlough Day (Short Term), Voluntary
Furlough Days (Short Term), and Early Retirement Incentives.

After much discussion it was consensus to eliminate selected vacant positions except law
enforcement and emergency services, no reduction of employee compensation or fringe benefits
or reduction in force, appropriate $2.5-$3 million of Fund Balance, delay Capital Improvement
Projects not already under contract and transfer that money into the general fund, and to allow the
Non-Profit Committee to review all applications and give recommendations regarding Non-Profit
funding.
