I. CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Sue called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
(Attached to these Minutes is an item called Board Action containing all items on this agenda and
those items are incorporated herein.)

II. INVOCATION/PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Commissioner Phillips gave the Invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

III. ADJUSTMENTS/APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Chairman Sue asked if there were any adjustments to the agenda. The following adjustments
were made:

1. Huey Marshall, County Attorney, requested to separate Item V-K, Resolution in Support of
Legislation Against Involuntary Annexation, from the Consent Agenda to be heard separately to
allow discussion.

2. The County Attorney requested to add as Item V-L, a Resolution to Approve Financing by the
Tri-Beach Volunteer Fire Department for the purchase of a Fire apparatus in the amount of
$691,897.00. A Public Hearing was held on August 31, 2009.
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3. The County Attorney requested to add as Item V-M, a request for approval of a budget

amendment in the amount of $100,000 for the acquisition of a Wastewater Lift Station at Avalon.

4. Commissioner Warren requested to remove Item VIII-8, City of Boiling spring Lakes ETJ

Request, from the agenda.

5. Commissioner Warren requested to remove or table Consent Items V-D, BSRI Grant
Agreement for Aging Services, V-F, Social Services-American Med Labs, LLC Contract, and V-
H, Administration-Cafeteria/BSRI Surplus Equipment. After discussion it was consensus to
move these items to the end of Administrative Report to allow discussion.

6. Commissioner Warren requested to add under Other Business, discussion regarding the Board
of Education crisis with the School Superintendent and employees that is very disturbing to
students and citizens. Chairman Sue suggested that citizens should contact members of the
Board of Education with concerns as they are elected officials. Commissioner Warren explained
that the Commissioners provide funds to the Board of Education and they have also received
Stimulus funding and that the Board has an obligation to see that things run >mooth with the
Board of Education.

Commissioner Phillips moved to approve the agenda as amended. The vote of approval was
unanimous.

K. Resolution-Support of Legislation Against Involuntary Annexation (This item was
removed from Consent Agenda to allow discussion at this time)

Huey Marshal, County Attorney, presented the Resolution and read aloud to the Board and
audience members.

Commissioner Warren moved to approve the Resolution in Support of Legislation Against
Involuntary Annexation. The vote of approval was unanimous.

BRUNSWICK COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
RESOLUTION
IN SUPPORT OF LEGISLATION AGAINST INVOLUNTARY ANNEXATION

WHEREAS, all residents subject to annexation should be afforded full disclosure regarding cost
and benefits, and given an opportunity to be heard by the annexing city; and

WHEREAS, annexation should embody the will of the people subject to the annexation, as
expressed by their vote in a referendum, such that there is no taxation without representation; and

WHEREAS, annexation should only be considered for those areas where municipal services and
infrastructure are lacking and are needed and desired and requested by the residents through voluntary
annexation; and

WHEREAS, annexation should be comprehensively evaluated, given the adverse impact on
public school funding with a changed county sales tax distribution such that, less money is available for
employment of teachers and classroom construction and maintenance thereby negatively affecting public
school students; and

WHEREAS, annexation redistributes sales tax distribution for the beach towns; and

WHEREAS, annexation creates a demand for additional duplicate services that are not and cannot
be supported by taxes generated in the annexed area after the first three years.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE BRUNSWICK COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
resolves to oppose involuntary annexation at both state and local level.

IV. PUBLIC COMMENTS

Chairman Sue asked if there was anyone in the audience who wished to speak regarding any item
on the agenda or any matter that was not included in the agenda. The following citizens
addressed the Board:

1. Jack Moore and Jim White updated the Board of the No Wake Zone status on Davis Canal that
was approved by the Board in July 2009. Signs have been erected and boaters are complying in
the area making it safe and enjoyable for citizens of this area.

2. Terrie Bunkowski, Lakes of Lockwood resident, expressed disappointment that her group is
now being charged $10 to attend exercise classes at Lockwood Folly Community Center after
attending these classes at no charge for the past 20 years. Ms. Bunkowski asked the Board for
support for her senior group. The Board directed the County Manager to look into this matter.

3. Bernest Hewett, urged the Board to look into the recent issues that have been going on with
the Board of Education and the disruption it is causing to the county school system. Mr. Hewett
voiced concerns that President Obama’s speech was being stopped in Brunswick County Schools.

4. Frank Randolph voiced concerns of how the Board of Education is dealing with the
President’s speech by not allowing it to be shown in county schools stating that it was a good
thing that the President was trying to do to encourage youth of the country.

5. Edward Rapp, commended the Board for approving the Resolution Against Forced
Annexation.

6. Charles Thomas, Leland resident, has a son who is a sophomore at North Brunswick High
School and thinks that the President’s speech is an enrichment activity and his son can’t be
enriched if the speech is not allowed to be shown. Mr. Thomas thinks the children should have
been allowed to view the speech and then discussed it with their parents.

7. Joe Parda, Temple Grading representative, referred to Item VII-16 stating that his company
submitted a bid which was accepted and read and all addendums were read but his low bid was
not accepted due to a clerical error. Mr. Parda stated that his company could have saved the
county $355,539. Mr. Parda asked that the county rebid the contract.
