Questions and Responses
Question: Do you prefer Ford or Boshart 1 % inch full-port ball valves?

Response: The Brunswick County Engineering Design Manual for Water and Sewer Systems
references a 2-inch Mueller ball valve with lever actuator. However, for this solicitation, no
specific manufacturer is designated as preferred. The 1 2 inch full port ball valve shall be
equivalent in quality, materials, and performance characteristics to the Mueller ball valve
referenced in the Design Manual. The valve must be suitable for utility service applications
consistent with County Standards. Any manufacturer’s product meeting or exceeding the
applicable material dimensional and performance requirements standard will be considered.
Vendors are responsible for ensuring that the product supplied complies with those requirements.

Question: What color should the 1 %2 inch CTS Pipe be?
Response: For the 1 %2 inch CTS pipe referenced in the solicitation, the pipe shall be green in

color, or black with a continuous green stripe, consistent with Brunswick County sewer
identification standards.
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
