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IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR FUTURE TRAIL DEVELOPMENT

This map denotes existing trails and future trails for conceptual purposes only. Future trails
are not funded at this time. Exact locations, layouts and the routing of all trails and access
sites will be designed and built on a case-by-case bhasis and are subject to changes based
upon funding availability, on-the-ground surveys, agreements with private land owners, as
well as local, state, and federal requirements and approvals.

Off-road trail facilities with a hard surface are desired and encouraged for all trail routes
including moving existing on-road trails to off-road facilities. The use of on-road bike lanes
and natural surfaces are viable alternatives when off-road facilities and/or hard surfaces are
not feasible. Additional trail heads and rest stops for bikes and pedestrians are encouraged
throughout the network. Native plantings and wide corridors are encouraged along the
entire trail network, especially in Conservation Focus Areas to promote conservation of
wildlife and natural resources. Additional water access sites and options for camping along
paddle trails are also desired and encouraged.
